Developer Presentations 
Suwanee Walk at McGinnis Ferry, a Lennar Homes high-end townhome community, was represented by Marian Adeimy, attorney for the developer. Marian reported that project has an ideal location for public art in an existing roundabout on-site.  She stated that they would be open to working with Suwanee’s public art consultant and further mentioned that they may consider purchasing a piece from the current SculpTour exhibit. Toni Shrewsbury will send exhibit information to Marian.

The Pointe at Suwanee Station, a KM Homes townhome community, was represented by Doug Strall, VP of Land Acquisition.  Doug shared that the site offers two common areas, either or both of which would be suitable for public art.  KM will participate and will be willing to work with Suwanee’s public art consultant on the project.
