Call to Order

Vickie Johnson called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m.

Approval of Minutes
Dick Goodman moved to approve the minutes from the September 3, 2014 meeting as presented (Lisa Winton 2nd).  Motion carried 5-0. 
Adoption of Agenda

Cherie Heringer moved to adopt the agenda as presented (Dick Goodman 2nd).  Motion carried
5-0.

Developer Presentation/Updates
Quantum National Bank – George Robinson, Vice President/Special Assets Manager for Quantum National Bank, gave an overview of the proposed project.  It will be a new building to house bank administrative offices (see attached information).  Quantum is in the last phase of development and has agreed to sponsor SculpTour 2015 as a contribution to public art.  They also sponsored the 2013 SculpTour exhibit.

Avonlea Station did not attend the PAC meeting as scheduled.  They plan to attend the November 5, 2014 meeting.

Project Updates 
SculpTour – Denise Brinson shared the new SculpTour Sponsor Brochure and Sponsor Form (see attached).  
Denise reminded the PAC that originally SculpTour was designed to extend into the historic district (Old Town) and requested that the PAC consider extending the locations for the 2015 exhibit.  One reason for this change is that a couple of the 2013 pieces may be staying in Town Center Park.  Discussion ensued and it was decided to wait until the proposals for SculpTour 2015-2017 are received and ultimately address it at that time.  However, the PAC leaned toward keeping the exhibit primarily in Town Center until more activity is taking place in the historic district.  Additionally, with the PAMP underway and Buford Highway being reconstructed, this option may be better considered as an option for the 2017 exhibit.
Dick Goodman asked if there was a way to elevate the quality of submissions for the 2015-2017 SculpTour exhibit.  There are a number of ways that this could be done.  Two of the options are increasing the stipend and increasing the amount we will pay for the purchase of the “Peoples Choice” at the close of the exhibit.  Staff will evaluate options.
Fundraising/Awareness Event – Cherie Heringer presented an idea to sponsor/support a     “Designer House” during the 2015 holiday season in lieu of the spring 2014 event.  She has some specific locations in mind and will draft an outline for further discussion.
An abbreviated version of the “Guess Who’s Coming to Dinner” concept could still be planned if a specific location (TBD) could be used.  If potential location secured, the event would likely be planned around the Valentine’s Day holiday, February 2015.

North Gwinnett Arts Association – Vickie Johnson shared that the NGAA will be hosting a car show on November 9, 2014 in Town Center Park.  A central theme of the show is honoring veterans and Clark Howard is planning to make a guest appearance.  They anticipate that more than 125 cars will be in the show and admission is free of charge.  
Public Arts Master Plan (PAMP)
Denise Brinson reported that the PAMP Request for Proposals (RFP) will be completed by October 7, 2014.  The deadline for submissions will be November 14.  A full timeline will be included in the PAMP RFP.  The consultant selection team will be made up of two Councilmembers, two PAC members, and two staff members. 
Dick Goodman moved to adjourn (Cherie Heringer 2nd).  Motion carried 5-0.  Meeting adjourned at 7:29 p.m.
