Developer Updates
Suwanee Storage – Project contact asked that the presentation be postponed to a later date.
Golden Living (Transitional Care Center in Suwanee Gateway) – Denise Brinson reported that the developer has made a verbal commitment to donate funds to SculpTour and also plans to incorporate public art into the project. 

World Trade Center Artifact/Artwork

Construction Update – Denise Brinson reported that the construction is underway.  Most of the site work has been completed and Marc Moulton plans to install the artifact within the next two weeks and the sculpture at the end of August.

Dedication Ceremony – Toni Shrewsbury announced that the dedication will take place the evening of Wednesday, September 11.  The event will begin around 7:45 p.m. and will end with the sculpture being lit.  It will be a simple dedication and will highlight the WTC artifact, associated artwork, and the city’s public art initiative.  An orchestra ensemble from North Gwinnett High School will play music at the start of the event.  An invitation postcard will be sent to 500+ people as well as an e-mail announcement.
Project Updates

SculpTour – Staff is working on the permanent brochure which will be placed in the State welcome centers, Explore Gwinnett office, area businesses and hotels, etc.  Staff also evaluating purchasing an ad in the official State tourism guide.  Sponsors are still needed in order to fund the purchase of a piece of artwork at the end of the exhibit.
Berlin Wall Exhibit – Denise Brinson reported that the Berlin Wall piece will be on display in front of City Hall at least through Suwanee Day.  The piece was purchased by local resident and restaurant owner, Ray Stanjevich.  He plans to keep it in Gwinnett County, however, the permanent location still to be determined.
Southern Circuit Film Series – Toni Shrewsbury reported that the first film in the six-part series will be September 9th (see attachment for complete list of dates and films).
North Gwinnett Arts Association –  Vickie Johnson reported on the following activities:
· October 19/20 – Plein Air event; reception at Uptown Grill October 20.

· November 10 – Car Show at Town Center Park.

· NGAA participating in the “Doors of Hope” program sponsored by Habitat for Humanity and Artworks Gwinnett.

· NGAA will have a booth at Suwanee Day, September 21.

· Other activities include participating in the Lawrenceville art show, classes at the Gwinnett Heritage Center, and regular studio hours every Saturday.
