Developer Presentations
Golden Living – Jason Nail, with Golden Living, a transitional care center locating in the Suwanee Gateway area, presented plans to incorporate public art into their development.  They anticipate spending the recommended 1% of construction costs which will make their public art investment between $100,000-$130,000 (see attached letter of commitment and development plans).
Terraces at Suwanee Gateway (Multi-Family Apartment Community) – Earl Mitchell reported that the development is well underway and plans to incorporate art into the visible public spaces, however, the pieces have not been determined.

SculpTour 2013
The PAC reviewed, as a group, the 2013 SculpTour Request for Proposal (RFP) responses (see attached RFP).  A total of 60 responses were received.  Discussion ensued and a finalist list was discussed.  Staff will follow-up with artists as to availability and installation requirements of certain finalist pieces.  A sub-committee including Earl Mitchell, Linnea Miller, and staff members will evaluate potential locations and communicate a recommended final list to the PAC and Council by the end of February.
