Call to Order

Approval of Minutes
Lisa Winton moved to approve the minutes from the February 7, 2013 meeting as presented (Vickie Johnson 2nd).  Motion carried 6-0.

Developer Updates
Golden Living (Transitional Care Center in Suwanee Gateway) – Denise Brinson reported that she has met with Jason Nail and discussed the options regarding a sponsorship of the 2013 SculpTour program as part of their commitment to public art.  Mr. Nail will be proposing a significant SculpTour sponsorship to the decision-makers. 
Terraces at Suwanee Gateway (Multi-Family Apartment Community) – Earl Mitchell reported that he has been in contact with the development representatives and has seen some drawings of a possible art/water feature for the property.  They expect to have some apartment units available this spring/summer.  Earl will continue to follow-up with the developer.
Toni Shrewsbury distributed the names and contact information for all of the private businesses that have participated in the City’s public art initiative (see attached list).  She also distributed “Thank You” notes and asked each PAC member to write a personal note to the representatives. 

SculpTour
2012-2013 SculpTour Exhibit – Denise Brinson reported that Scott and Debbie Dovel are donating the funds to purchase “Pilgrim” by Charlie Brouwer with the intent of keeping it at its current location (at the Suwanee branch of the Gwinnett County library on Main Street).  Denise has discussed this with library officials and they are in favor of keeping it there. 

The PAC discussed each of the 2012 arwork pieces from a maintenance/sustainability stand-point and reviewed the “people’s choice” votes.  Based on that discussion, Denise Brinson will work toward the purchase of “Windsculpture Weathervane” by Al Garnto as the “people’s choice.”  Additionally, if funding available, Denise will work toward the purchase of “Audubon Watcher” by Jim Collins.
The PAC also discussed the prize money distribution.  Vickie Johnson moved that the following pieces (and the respective artists representing the pieces) would receive $500/piece, for a total distribution of $3,000 (Cherie Heringer – 2nd).  Motion carried 6-0.

2013-2015 SculpTour Exhibit – Toni Shrewsbury distributed a draft list of the final pieces for the 2013 exhibit (see attached).  The artist contracts should be in place by the next PAC meeting with installation tentatively scheduled for the first week of May.  The intent is to have them installed by the “Arts in the Park” festival on May 18th.    
The North Gwinnett Arts Association is planning to complete a sidewalk mural as part of the festival.  Denise Brinson asked that this mural will be included as part of the SculpTour exhibit and included in all of the marketing material.  The PAC agreed.
Other 
Southern Circuit Film Series – Toni Shrewsbury reported that there are 2 films left if the series with the next one titled “The Misadventures of the Dunderheads” and will be shown at the Movie Tavern on March 18th.  Toni is looking for someone to facilitate that movie.

North Gwinnett Arts Association – Vickie Johnson reported that the “Arts in the Park” festival is in the process of getting vendors and volunteers for the Saturday, May 18th, event.  Linnea Miller suggested that the PAC promote SculpTour during the event and will coordinate ideas.  The City is a major sponsor of the event and this event also serves as the official “kick-off” for the 2013 SculpTour exhibit. 
Berlin Wall Piece – Denise Brinson that the City may have the opportunity to temporarily display a 13-foot high piece of the Berlin Wall.  It would be displayed during the “Arts in the Park” festival.  Denise will pursue the opportunity and report back at the next PAC meeting.
Vickie Johnson moved to adjourn (Cherie Heringer 2nd).  Motion carried 6-0.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
