Call to Order

Linnea Miller called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

Approval of Minutes
Dick Goodman moved to approve the minutes from the March 6, 2013 meeting as presented (Vickie Johnson 2nd).  Motion carried 5-0. 
Adoption of Agenda

Vickie Johnson moved to adopt the agenda as presented (Berney Kirkland 2nd).  Motion carried

Arts in the Park Festival/North Gwinnett Arts Association
Vickie Johnson reported that more than 70 art vendors have been selected to participate in the 2013 “Arts in the Park” festival coordinated by the North Gwinnett Arts Association.  Additionally, more than 14 other vendors representing food booths and sponsor booths will be in attendance.  Entertainment will take place all day on a temporary stage in the middle of Town Center Park.
Artist Truman Adams will be completing a 3D art project on a 10’x60’ section of sidewalk in Town Center Park.  It is a streamscape painting and will only appear 3D when viewed through a camera or camera-phone lens.  This will be part of ScuptTour and is expected to last about a year.
PAC Goals Review

Developer Updates
Golden Living (Transitional Care Center in Suwanee Gateway) – Denise Brinson reported that the developer has not made any firm decisions regarding the public art component of the project. 
SculpTour
2012-2013 SculpTour Exhibit – Denise Brinson reported that all of the pieces from the 2012-2013 exhibit have been removed.  Two pieces have been purchased by the PAC including “Windsculpture Weathervane” by Al Garnto and “Audubon Watcher” by Jim Collins.  Both pieces have been installed at Sims Lake Park.
2013-2015 SculpTour Exhibit – Most of the new sculptures will be installed the week of May 6th.  The official launch will be during the “Arts in the Park” festival on May 18th.  Staff is putting together a temporary brochure intended to be in place until fall of this year.  
The PAC discussed options for promoting SculpTour during the “Arts in the Park” festival.  It was decided that a tent would be set-up next to the Berlin Wall piece and the temporary brochures, PAC car magnets, and Suwanee “S” magnets would be distributed.  Linnea is going to coordinate PAC volunteers to staff the booth.  

The PAC discussed the possibility of doing a podcast for this exhibit.  The PAC determined that they would not budget for a podcast, but that it may be a good intern/volunteer project.  Lisa Winton offered to contact Gwinnett Tech and explore having a student group complete the project. 
Other 
Berlin Wall Exhibit – Denise Brinson noted that the Berlin Wall piece is on display for a few months in front of City Hall (exact time period to be determined).  (See attached for information about the piece.)  
Southern Circuit Film Series – Toni Shrewsbury reported that the films for the next series will be selected on May 18th.  PAC member Cherie Heringer serves on the selection committee with Toni. The series of six films will begin fall of 2013.
Art on a Limb – This year’s artwork was completed by artist Judy Issac.  The artwork consists of clay birds and 4-inch clay tiles with Suwanee scenes etched in the clay.  Two pieces per day will be hidden primarily along the Suwanee Creek Greenway and Sims Lake Park.
Lisa Winton moved to adjourn (Vickie Johnson 2nd).  Motion carried 5-0.  Meeting adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
