Call to Order

Vickie Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.

Approval of Minutes
Dick Goodman moved to approve the minutes from the August 7, 2013 meeting as presented (Berney Kirkland 2nd).  Motion carried 6-0. 
Adoption of Agenda

Earl Mitchell moved to adopt the agenda as presented (Dick Goodman 2nd).  Motion carried

PAC Goals Review
Toni Shrewsbury distributed a draft review document essentially documenting primary activities related to the PAC goals developed in January, 2012.  Discussion ensued.  PAC members will have an opportunity to make changes and Toni will finalize the report prior to the November PAC meeting.
The PAC agreed that many of the overall PAC goals are still applicable to the organization and would like to further refine (add additional details, deadlines, strategies, etc.) them at the November meeting.  The PAC will plan to begin the meeting earlier so that more time could be given.  Denise Brinson will secure a facilitator to lead the meeting.
World Trade Center Artifact/Artwork

Denise Brinson thanked the PAC for attending the dedication ceremony on September 11th and thanked Toni Shrewsbury for coordinating the event.  It is estimated that more than 400 people were in attendance.  PAC and staff reported that they have received very positive feedback on the artwork and plaza area.  Some PAC members have concerns that the lighting on the artifact may need to be enhanced.  Denise will discuss options with other departments at the city.  Cost and design will be considerations. 
Project Updates

SculpTour – Staff has completed the design of the permanent brochure.  It is expected to be completed by the end of November.  Staff waiting to get final authorization and information from potential large sponsor to include in the piece.  Brochure will be placed in the State welcome centers, Explore Gwinnett office, area businesses and hotels, etc.
Denise Brinson reported that the City will be advertising in the official State tourism guide with a distribution of over 700,000 at State welcome centers.  It will be for the year 2014 and will highlight SculpTour and “Remembrance.”  
North Gwinnett Arts Association –  Vickie Johnson reported on the following activities:
· October 19/20 – Plein Air event; reception at Uptown Grill October 20.

· November 10 – Car Show at Town Center Park.

· November 23-January 31 – Annual members art show at the Gwinnett Heritage Center.
Doors of Homes and Hope Program – The City of Suwanee is a host for a County-wide awareness and fundraising initiative for Gwinnett Habitat for Humanity and Artworks! Gwinnett.  Artists from around the County (including many from the NGAA) are painting 140 doors to be displayed during the month of October and auctioned-off on-line at the end of the exhibit.  The primary display locations include Norcross, Duluth, and Suwanee (primary Suwanee location is Sims Lake Park).  Several events will be taking place at various locations around the County throughout the month of October.  Suwanee will be hosting the media event on Monday, October 7th coinciding with “World Habitat Day.”  (See attached poster.)
PAC Vacancy
Denise Brinson reminded the PAC that there is a vacancy on the board (Linnea Miller’s seat who resigned to run for City Council).  Denise suggested that they consider Suzanne Holtkamp, a local business owner and art enthusiast.  Discussion ensued.  Denise will discuss the possibility with Suzanne and, if appropriate, discuss with City Council for appointment.  Lisa Winton suggested that, if possible, the board seat be filled prior to the PAC planning session.
Other 
· Denise Brinson noted that the deadline for the 2014 ALMA (Arts Leaders of Metro Atlanta) class is approaching.  The City will pay the tuition for PAC members interested in attending.
· Dick Goodman reminded the PAC members that the City has a donation policy that addresses art donations to the City.  Dick will e-mail the policy to PAC members for reference.

· The PAC discussed taking a field trip to area cities that have a significant public art program.  Toni Shrewsbury will plan to coordinate a trip to Greenville as the first visit.

Berney Kirkland moved to adjourn (Earl Mitchell 2nd).  Motion carried 6-0.  Meeting adjourned at 8:55 p.m.
