Call to Order

Linnea Miller called the meeting to order at 7:25 p.m. 
Approval of March 28, 2012 Meeting Minutes
Dick Goodman moved to accept the minutes from the March 28, 2012 meeting as presented (Cherie Heringer 2nd).  Motion carried 4-0.

Adoption of Agenda

Earl Mitchell moved to accept the agenda as presented (Dick Goodman 2nd).  Motion carried

SculpTour Update
Denise Brinson reported that the podcast has been completed and can be found at iTunes by searching on Suwanee SculpTour.  Dick Goodman wrote the script again this year and both Dick and Annette Phelps did the narration.

“Mother and Child” by Eluisa Altman, cast in bronze, has been purchased by the PAC and installed as the “People’s Choice for 2011/2012.”  Additionally, “Arachnid” by Damon Lusky has been purchased by the PAC and will be placed at Sims Lake Park at a future date.
Artist prizes, as part of the 2011/2012 SculpTour initiative, have been awarded by the PAC to the following artists: Jennifer Freeman (“Free Spirit”), Dylan Mortimer (“Prayer Booth”), Harry Zmijewski (“Amne”), Gregory Johnson (“Catching the Wind”), Harry McDaniel (“Intrusion”), and Sydney Atkinson (“Sunbeam II”).  Each artist received $500.
Developer Updates
Denise Brinson reported that the following developments are proceeding as it relates to their public art component: Ultra Car Wash (securing Andrew Crawford piece), Advanced Auto (“Amne” by Harry Zmijewski has been purchased and will be installed prior to building completion), and Golden Living (proposed water feature).  Earl Mitchell will be following-up with the multi-family development at Suwanee Gateway to see if they have finalized their artwork choice.
Other Project Updates
World Trade Center Artifact – Denise Brinson reported that the Request for Proposals (RFP) is being distributed to artists, architects, exterior graphic designers, landscape architects, etc.  The deadline for submissions is September 11, 2012.  (See attached RFP.)

Independent Film Tour – Cherie Heringer reported that Suwanee was chosen to be part of the Southern Tour of Independent Filmmakers.  Six movies will be shown over the next several months at the Movie Tavern.  A complete list of movies, dates, and other information can be found at www.suwanee.com and in the city newsletter.  Dick Goodman will be facilitating the Q&A for the first film, “Age of Champions,” to be shown September 17th.

PAC Goals Review

Each meeting, PAC members will have an opportunity to update the group on activities.  Earl Mitchell presented several locations throughout the City which may be suitable for public art in the future.  This will be an ongoing effort.

Other

Denise Brinson reported that the public art seminar to be sponsored by Artworks! Gwinnett has been put on hold for now.  However, SculpTour will be highlighted on an Artworks! “Art Talk” cable program to be aired this fall.

Denise also reported that the Suwanee Performing Arts presentation of “The Little Mermaid” in July was very successful bringing over 5000 people to the park.
