SculpTour Program

Denise Brinson reported that staff plans to send out the 2013 SculpTour RFP this month and suggested that the exhibit extend for and additional year (to run from May 2013 to March 2015).  The primary reason for this would be to assist with the fund-raising component of the program offering an approximate 2-year sponsorship period.  Additional benefits include staffing as it relates to installation, fund-raising, RFP coordination, etc.  Denise also suggested that the stipend be increased to $1,500.  Discussion ensued. 
Vickie Johnson moved to increase the SculpTour exhibit period to run from May 2013 to March 2015 and to increase the artist stipend from $1,000 to $1,500 (Dick Goodman 2nd).  Motion carried 2-1 (Dick Goodman voted against the motion).
