World Trade Center Artifact Update

Denise Brinson reported that a meeting was held October 18 with artist Mark Moulton to present his design for the artifact display.  Staff conferred on possible locations, site needs for the piece, general design and scope of project, etc.  Mr. Moulton will also be presenting to City Council on November 15 at Council’s regularly scheduled workshop.  
Other Project Updates 
SculpTour – Denise Brinson reported that staff has contacted all of the area schools in the Suwanee area and is distributing the SculpTour brochure for inclusion in their respective handouts to students, posting on their parent list-serves, etc.  This could be particularly effective as we approach the holiday season and parents are looking for things to do with their children during the break.
Denise also noted that the RFP for the 2013 SculpTour will likely go out in December.  Fund-raising for the 2013 exhibit will also need to be secured.
“Pilgrim” Campaign – Dick Goodman reported that the campaign to purchase “Pilgrim” is underway.  He set-up the program with a company that accepts donations on-line for specific causes, but only charges the donors if the fundraising goal is met.  The fundraising goal for “Pilgrim” is $6,000 and the campaign runs 30 days (there are 18 days left to solicit donations).
Denise Brinson agreed that the City could post the effort on the City’s Facebook page since it was a SculpTour/PAC initiative.  Cherie Heringer offered to contact Anna Rubin at the library to see if they could assist with getting the word out about the effort.
Independent Film Tour – Toni Shrewsbury reported that the second of six movies was shown at Movie Tavern on October 15.  The film was titled “A Matter of Taste: Serving Up Paul Le Brant” and Linnea Miller facilitated the Q&A with the film-maker after the show.  The next movie, “Drivers Wanted,” will be shown November 5.  A reception follows each of the films with an opportunity to meet the film-makers.
