Vickie Johnson recommended that we reach out to Robert Andrews with Gwinnett County Public Schools as he is responsible for art-related activities on a county-wide basis.
Independent Film Tour – Denise reported that the first of six movies was shown at Movie Tavern on September 17.  The film was titled “Age of Champions” and Dick Goodman facilitated the Q&A with the film-maker after the show.
