Call to Order

Dick Goodman called the meeting to order at 7:11 p.m.  

Approval of January 7, 2010 Meeting Minutes
Vickie Johnson moved to accept the minutes from the January 7, 2010 meeting as presented (Linnea Miller 2nd).  Motion carried 5-0.

Adoption of Agenda

Earl Mitchell moved to accept the agenda as presented (Vickie Johnson 2nd).  Motion carried 

5-0.

Chair/Vice-Chair Selection

Earl Mitchell moved to nominate Dick Goodman to serve as Chair and Linnea Miller to serve at Vice-Chair.  Discussion ensued.  Motion carried 5-0.

Suwanee Arts Partnership (SAP) Update

Denise Brinson reported that the SAP has a very active team of people planning the “Arts in the Park” event.  The date has been changed to May 22 (was originally scheduled for April 24th).  This was done for a variety of reasons; primarily because of other major area shows going on at the same time.  The SAP has four main committees working on the event – vendors/artists, entertainment, chalk art contest, marketing.  They will continue to work closely with city staff.

Consideration of Art Donation

A local artist, Mara Radu, has offered to donate three 24”x48” wall art pieces (considered one piece – to be hung side-by-side) to the City for use in the City Hall building (see attached photograph of pieces).  Discussion ensued.  Denise was asked to inquire as to the origin and meaning of the piece and report back at the next meeting.

Project Updates

New City Hall Public Art

Denise Brinson reported that the artwork is scheduled to be installed the weekend of February 25th – 27th.  Local installers will be used and Koryn Rolstad will supervise the project.  The dedication event is tentatively scheduled for March 25th.   

Regions Bank

Denise Brinson reported that there has been no movement on the project with the City.  Linnea Miller is to follow-up directly with the contact person with the bank and find out the status of the project. 

North Gwinnett Arts Association

Vickie Johnson reported that the group has been incorporated and is currently working on the IRS non-profit 501(c)3 status.  An initial membership meeting is scheduled for the evening of February 25, 2010 at Suwanee City Hall.  The guest speaker will be renowned local artist, Wayland Moore.  A website is in the process of being developed (www.northgwinnettartsassociation.com).  
SculpTour Program

Downtown Locational Master Plan Draft

This will be discussed at future PAC meetings.  

Marketing Ideas

Denise Brinson presented the completed sponsorship brochure (see attached) that includes the proposed changes discussed at the last meeting.  The PAC suggested that in the future, verbiage needs to be added to the SAP logo stating that the SAP is sponsored by the PAC.  Denise will incorporate the change in the pdf version of the brochure.  

Denise discussed the need for the PAC (and others) to personally reach out to their respective circles of friends/associates/etc. asking them to participate in the program.  She reminded the group that the hard costs for the program needs to be privately funded (through fund-raising efforts).

Denise discussed the idea of creating a car decal to send to donors of the SculpTour program.  She discussed possible slogans that could be used.  Discussion ensued.  The PAC decided that the slogan for the car decal would be “Art. Suwanee does it in Public.”  At this point, the primary use will be for the car decal.  It may or may not be used in other ways.  Denise will work to obtain an informal approval of the slogan by City Council.

Other

Denise Brinson suggested permanently changing the PAC meeting dates to coincide with the SAP meetings.  This would allow PAC members to more easily be involved in the SAP.  The SAP meetings are currently held the first Tuesday of each month at 6 p.m. and lasts about 1 hour.  Vickie Johnson moved to move the regular PAC meeting time to the first Tuesday of each month at 7 p.m. (Linnea Miller – 2nd).  Motion carried 5-0.

Vickie Johnson moved to adjourn (Earl Mitchell 2nd).  Motion carried 5-0.  Meeting was adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
