Call to Order

Dick Goodman called the meeting to order at 5:48 p.m.

Approval of January 8, 2009 Meeting Minutes
Vanessa Boggs moved to accept the minutes from the January 8, 2009 meeting as presented (Vicki Johnson 2nd).  Motion carried 7-0.

Adoption of Agenda

Vanessa Boggs moved to accept the agenda as presented (Linnea Miller 2nd).  Motion carried 

7-0.

New City Hall Public Art Request for Proposal (RFP) Review

PAC members were each given a notebook containing all of the RFP responses and were asked to review them individually prior to the meeting.  A total of 29 RFPs were submitted.  The PAC was asked to rate each of the proposals based on the following six areas (see attached spreadsheet):

1. Originality; creativity

2. Appropriateness; fit with architecture; relevance to Suwanee

3. General appeal to community

4. Quality materials; maintenance; sustainability

5. Cost; budget

6. Other: ease of installation; timeline; Geogia artist

The PAC reviewed each proposal as a group and agreed to inquire further about four of the proposals (one kinetic sculpture, two outdoor sculptures, and one wall piece).  Additionally, Denise Brinson will schedule a conference call with the kinetic artist to inquire about the flexibility in cost as it is currently above the budgeted amount.  Dick Goodman and Jim Rodeghiero will also attend the conference call.  

The PAC agreed that it was too soon to present a final recommendation to the City Council at the February meeting and agreed to move their presentation to the March meeting.  This will give staff time to contact the finalists as needed and to evaluate the constraints of certain locations for the artwork.  Additionally, staff will be moving into the building toward the end of February and moving the decision and presentation date to March will allow the PAC to better evaluate the alternatives.  

A final recommendation will be decided at the March 5th PAC meeting with the formal recommendation to Council on March 12th.  Toni Shrewsbury will contact the RFP participants via e-mail letting them know that the time-frame for a decision has been moved.

PAC Co-sponsorship Criteria

Denise Brinson distributed a draft “Event/Program Co-sponsorship Application” for PAC review (see attachment).  Vanessa Boggs moved to accept the draft application with some minor changes (Linnea Miller 2nd).  Motion carried 7-0.  Denise noted that the document needs to be reviewed by the City Manager’s office and will prepare a final draft for distribution and acceptance at the March PAC meeting.

Suwanee Performing Arts Co-sponsorship Request

Suwanee Performing Arts, a nonprofit community arts organization, is requesting that the City co-sponsor their summer theater performance (see attached request).  They are asking for monetary support, as well as city services, stage rental, etc.  

PAC members discussed the proposal.  Vanessa Boggs moved to recommend to the City that the PAC co-sponsor the performance in the form of City promotion and waiving the fee for the stage rental; conditional upon the SPAs completion of the adopted PAC co-sponsorship application (Earl Mitchell 2nd).  Motion carried 7-0. 

Other Topics

Volunteer Introduction/Organizational Meeting – Denise Brinson suggested March 26, 2009 as a possible date for the first volunteer meeting.  The PAC confirmed the date.

PAC meeting schedule and form – Denise distributed a draft PAC 2009 regular meeting schedule and a form for the applicant to complete specifically geared toward obtaining information related to public art (see attachment).  The PAC confirmed the schedule and form.  These items will become part of the public art information distributed to the development community when they apply for permits through the City’s planning department.
Art donations to the City – Dick Goodman agreed to draft a guideline for the PAC to use when considering artwork that citizens, organizations, and others may offer to donate to the City.

Vanessa Boggs moved to adjourn (Earl Mitchell 2nd).  Motion carried 7-0.  Meeting was adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
