Call to Order

Dick Goodman called the meeting to order at 5:47 p.m.

Approval of June 4, 2009 Meeting Minutes
Vicki Johnson moved to accept the minutes from the June 4, 2009 meeting as presented (Jim Rodeghiero 2nd).  Motion carried 6-0.

Adoption of Agenda

Vicki Johnson moved to accept the agenda as presented (Earl Mitchell 2nd).  Motion carried 

6-0.

Public Arts Initiative Branding

Natalie expressed interest in developing some type of “brand” or “logo” for the arts initiative to help with their public awareness efforts.  Several options were discussed among the group.  Generally speaking, the tag line of “Elevate Art – Form Community” (created by Earl Mitchell) was agreed-upon.  Natalie plans to enlist the help of Suwanee resident, Mathew Shamloo, to assist with the graphic design of the brand/logo.

Project Updates

New City Hall Public Art

Denise Brinson reported that the artwork is being fabricated and is on target to be installed October, 2009.  

Sims Lake Park Artwork Loan

Denise Brinson reported that the artwork installation, titled Butterfly Girl, a 4-foot, bronze sculpture by Cumming artist Gregory Johnson, has been installed at Sims Lake Park. The sculpture, on loan to Suwanee for four months through The Arts Council, Inc. of Gainesville, exemplifies Suwanee’s efforts to promote public arts throughout the community.  Butterfly Girl, which has been installed under a shade tree near the top of the stone streamscape at Sims Lake Park, is available for purchase for $7,500.  Installation of the sculpture was made possible through a grant to The Arts Council, Inc. of Gainesville through the Grassroots Arts program, which is supported, in part, by the Georgia Council for the Arts through appropriations provided by the Georgia General Assembly. The Georgia Council for the Arts is a partner agency of the National Endowment for the Arts.

Developer Updates

Vicki Johnson reported that she has spoken to the contacts from Ultra Carwash.  She explained that the project is on hold until further notice. 

Art-on-Loan Program

Denise Brinson distributed a Suwanee-specific program outline draft (see attached).  The PAC reviewed the document and recommended that the price range of the pieces be changed from “$7,000-$15,000” to “$7,000-$25,000.”  The document will continue to be updated/changed as the program evolves.

Suwanee Arts Partnership (Volunteer Group) Update

Natalie Shore reported that she and Carrie Tankersley will be having regular Suwanee Arts Partnership (SAP) meetings the first Thursday of each month.  The first meeting is scheduled for July 7th.  Generally speaking, Carrie will be handling correspondence with the volunteers, while Natalie will be the liaison with the PAC.  Attached is an updated list of SAP volunteers.

One of the first tasks for the SAP will be to coordinate a booth at the Suwanee Day Festival.  Natalie and Carrie will have more to report on this topic at the next PAC meeting.

Review Updated Project Timeline

Denise distributed an updated time-line for fiscal year 2010 (see attached).  The PAC reviewed the document.
Earl Mitchell moved to adjourn (Vicki Johnson 2nd).  Motion carried 6-0.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
