Call to Order

Dick Goodman called the meeting to order at 5:40 p.m.

Approval of January 8, 2009 Meeting Minutes
Earl Mitchell moved to accept the minutes from the February 5, 2009 meeting as presented (Vanessa Boggs 2nd).  Motion carried 7-0.

Adoption of Agenda

Vickie Johnson moved to accept the agenda as presented (Vanessa Boggs 2nd).  Motion carried 

7-0.

New City Hall Public Art Request for Proposal (RFP) Review

The PAC has completed their review of the RFP responses.  After much discussion, the PAC agreed to move forward with proposing to Council that the City proceed with Koryn Rolstad’s piece titled “Shimmering Echos” (suspended sculpture in the lobby of city hall).  Initially, the PAC agreed that the next step would be to bring Ms. Rolstad to Suwanee to see the building, meet the PAC and City Council in person, and discuss the project in detail.

Dick Goodman will present the recommendation (to invite Ms. Rolstad to Suwanee) to City Council at the upcoming Council workshop March 12, 2009.  All PAC members are invited to attend.  Denise Brinson will make the necessary arrangements for the visit should the Council agree to move forward.

(Note: Prior to this meeting, Dick Goodman, Jim Rodegheiro, and Denise Brinson talked with Ms. Rolstad via phone primarily to inquire about the flexibility in cost as her RFP response stated the cost to complete the project would be considerably greater than the budget allowed for.  Ms. Rolstad assured them that the project could be completed, in total, for the budgeted amount of $78,000.)

Review Updated PAC Co-sponsorship Criteria

Denise Brinson distributed a final draft of the Endorsement/Sponsorship Application for PAC review (see attachment).  The document has been reviewed by the City Manager’s office.  Earl Mitchell moved to accept the Endorsement/Sponsorship Application as presented (Jim Rodeghiero 2nd).  Motion carried 7-0. 

Other Topics

Volunteer Arts Committee – Denise Brinson asked that the initial volunteer meeting scheduled for March 26, 2009 be rescheduled due to conflicts with the City Hall grand opening date.  The PAC agreed to reschedule the meeting to April 23, 2009.

Public Art “On-Loan” Program – Denise Brinson presented a project idea for the PAC to pursue.  It’s an art loan program recently completed by the city of Columbus, GA (see attached web-site information).  The City Council and staff recently visited Columbus during their annual retreat.  The PAC agreed to research the concept further and develop a concept plan for Suwanee centering in on the downtown area initially (Town Center and historic Old Town areas). 
“Snap Suwanee” Photo Contest – Dick Goodman updated the PAC on the status of the contest.  Lynne DeWilde, the city’s public information officer, coordinated the effort.  A committee judged the entries (about 130 entries) and chose 13 winners.  The winners will be announced and displayed at the City Hall grand opening celebration March 28, 2009.

“Art on a Limb” Program – Linnea Miller updated the PAC on the status of the contest.  Amy Doherty, the city’s events coordinator, organized the effort.  A committee judged about 12 entries.  Melody Orr will be the artist for 2009 creating small colleges of historic photos framed in glass and soldered.  Vickie Johnson will be the artist for 2010 creating historic photos on mini canvasas with hand-painted detailing.  About 60 of Ms. Orr’s pieces will be “hidden” on the Suwanee Creek Greenway and in Sims Lake Park during the month of May, 2009.

Vanessa announced that Vboggs Gallery hosted a successful second annual SPCA fund-raiser February 21, 2009 featuring human and animal art pieces.  The show was titled “Figure.”

Vanessa Boggs moved to adjourn (Vickie Johnson 2nd).  Motion carried 7-0.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:05 p.m.
