Primary Duties of 7 member PAC

Denise Brinson discussed the ordinance creating the City of Suwanee Public Arts Commission as well as the primary purpose of the group.  Denise stressed the role of the commission as a “recommending body” to City Council when it comes to choosing artwork for city properties/parks/buildings.
Developer Meeting Component

The commission agreed to set a standard monthly meeting time the first Thursday of each month at 5:30 pm (location to be determined).  If no developers are scheduled to appear before the commission, the meeting can be cancelled or the time can be used for other commission business.  Vanessa Boggs addressed the need for an information packet for developers.  Commission members were asked to come up with ideas and share them via e-mail prior to the meeting. Denise Brinson will invite Marty Allen and/or Josh Campbell to our next meeting to aid the committee in developing an informational handout to builders/developers.

PAC Involvement Opportunities 

· Crossroads Building Art Display – Commission to eventually assume finding artists to display their work and manage overall effort.

· New City Hall – City Council has asked the PAC to consider public art options for the new City Hall building to be completed as early as December, 2008.  Potential areas in the building may include the lobby, council chambers, and exterior locations.  The display of historical pieces may also be incorporated.  The PAC agreed unanimously to make the City Hall art project a priority and requested to see a rendering of the project at the next meeting.  Denise Brinson will invite Tim Pulver, City Hall architect, to the next meeting to suggest possible locations and overall themes of the building.  

· Other Opportunities – Other possible future projects include choosing the artwork for the “Art on a Limb” program and a community art project for the new City Hall.

Options for Involving Other Community Members Interested in Participating

The PAC discussed options on how to best to utilize other community volunteers interested in assisting with the Suwanee’s public art initiative (approximately 15-20 volunteers).  A list of names and qualifications/background information will be provided to the commission.

Other Topics

Grants available from the Georgia Council for Public Arts were mentioned.

Denise Brinson asked the commission to consider appointing a chair and vice-chair at the next meeting as required in the ordinance.
