
 
 

Art on a Limb 2024 Design Competition 
 

Submission deadline: February 16, 2024 
 
Art on a Limb is a month-long, award-winning City of Suwanee initiative designed to celebrate and bring 
attention to the arts as well as the natural beauty of the Suwanee Creek Greenway and parks. Through the 
program, two pieces of original artwork – especially created for the City of Suwanee – are placed along the 
greenway or at a City of Suwanee park each day throughout the month of May. Greenway users who find the 
art pieces get to keep the unique trail treasures.  
 
Past Art on a Limb pieces have included clay birds and orbs, small paintings on canvas gnomes, magnets, 
gourds painted to look like birds, fairy doors, the Suwanee S-shaped from metal, and pottery pieces that 
include leaves found along the Greenway. This year, we’re looking for something new, unique, and fun! We are 
open to any creative ideas that fall within our budget! The requested price range for art pieces should not 
exceed $25 per piece. Past Art on a Limb pieces have ranged in price between $5 to $25 per piece. 

 
Submission specifications 
 

Original artwork, including paintings and drawings on a variety of materials as well as sculptures, glasswork, 
ceramics, metal, wood, or any other suitable art that can be placed outside will be accepted. The pieces may 
reflect one to three different themes, but each piece may be individually unique. The pieces do not have to be 
identical.  For example, they may range in color, size, or shape but be similar in nature.  You may choose to 
submit more than one entry as well as more than one pattern or idea for each entry. Please submit a sample of 
each pattern or theme. 
 
The selected artist must be able to provide between 80 to 100 pieces of the artwork by April 17, 2024. 
Compensation for up to 100 pieces will be provided to the winning artist/or group.  Artist should provide costs 
for items on the application form.   
 
Submitted entries should be brought or mailed to Suwanee City Hall, 330 Town Center Ave., Suwanee, GA 
30024 by 5 pm Friday, February 16, 2024.  The City of Suwanee will not be responsible for damage to items 
received by mail.   
 
You may incorporate into your image any, all, or none of the following: 

▪ The City of Suwanee name, logo, or reference 
▪ The Suwanee Creek Greenway 
▪ Trees, walkways, or other park nature symbols 
▪ Other City symbols like the red caboose, amphitheater, parks, city hall, or logo

Who may apply 
Individual artists may submit up to three entries each. Compensation will be paid upon submission of an 
invoice and W-9 for the artist. Groups, clubs, art classes, or associations may submit up to three entries that 
include similar pieces by multiple artists. Compensation for group artwork will be made payable to the group 
or one contact person. An invoice and tax forms, if needed, will need to be submitted for group entries if 
selected.  
 
 

Recognition 
 

The winning entry will be used as the Art on a Limb artwork that will be placed along the Suwanee Creek 
Greenway, or other Suwanee parks in May 2024.   
 
The winning artwork/design becomes the property of the City of Suwanee, who reserves the right to make 
modifications as necessary; use the image on additional products, such as ornaments, and in various and all 
promotional materials; and make use of the image in perpetuity for promotional purposes. 
 
The winning artist will receive: 

▪ recognition on the City of Suwanee website 
▪ a story in the City of Suwanee newsletter  
▪ media recognition via a press release 
▪ compensation for up to 100 pieces of artwork (the artist will need to provide an invoice and any 

additional paperwork to receive full payment) 
▪ an artist who wishes to participate in Suwanee Fest will receive a vendor profile in Suwanee Fest 

publications promoting their booth and work available at the festival (if applicable)  

 
 
Process 
 

All entries must be received by February 16, 2024. An artist may submit up to three different entries. Designs 
will be judged by a panel, which may include representatives from the City of Suwanee, local artists, and 
graphic design professionals.  

 
 
More legal information 
 

The artist agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the City of Suwanee from and against any damages or losses 
sustained as a result of any design that is not original. The City of Suwanee reserves the right to decline 
selection of all entries. The City of Suwanee may choose more than one artist to represent this program for 
future years.
